Brothers and Sisters of Our Parish Family,  

 
A big part of what makes any celebration special 
is the planning and the anticipation of it. Lent 

begins this Wednesday, and I think we all want to 
begin with fervor on the very first day, rather than 

to just start thinking about it on Ash Wednesday.  
 

So, today we might begin by asking ourselves  some 
questions, e.g., ñWhat does God want to give me 

this year?ò This question might require slowing 

down a bit to listen to the Spirit within.  
 

ñWhat am I going to be doing on Ash  Wednesday?ò  
Too often, Ash Wednesday is just like any other 

day, except that we manage to go to church and 
get ashes on our foreheads. Is there anything 

else we can do on Ash Wednesday?  
 

ñHow will fasting and abstaining happen for me 
and for my family on that special first day of  Lent?ò 

 
It doesnôt take a lot of time to prepare for Lent. It 

just takes our wanting to and some focus. Go d can 
do a lot with that. We can give God more space to 

touch our hearts if, for example, when we wake  up 

the next couple of mornings, we stand or sit or 
kneel at the edge of our bed and just ask our Lord 

for the help or grace we need to get ready to  begin 
Lent. Our Lord will understand what weôre trying 

to say. And all it takes is the time to find and put 
on our slippers.  

 
Likewise, for the next couple of nights, we can 

practice giving thanks to God before we get into 
bed. These simple steps, morning and evening, 

between now and Ash Wednesday, can help us to 
look forward to Lent and begin it well, as a season 

of grace.  
 

May our Lord bless us all on this journey ahead.
